Before you start: Consult RSD15 Call for Contributions and related guidance.
[Be sure to remove the text before you submit your paper.]
TITLE – Capitalise Each Word: If there’s a second part, write it in sentence case following a colon (no periods)
first-name last-name, first-name last-name, and first-name last-name [affiliations go in the section following References]
Subtitle (optional, no period)
Use “normal” from the Quick Style List.
INDENT the abstract
Your abstract must be between 200 and 400 words. Since RSD is an online repository, the minimum ensures search engines will scan it.
KEYWORDS: List keywords after the abstract. Format keywords with a colon and commas, no period at the end of the list (e.g., Keywords: systemic design, holistic diagnosis, agricultural sector, ecosystem services, micro-enterprises).
RSD TOPIC(S): List up to three RSD topic areas. Less is best—pick only the topic areas that fully align with your paper. They are Architecture & Planning, Cases & Practice, Economics & Organizations, Health & Well-Being, Learning & Education, Mapping & Modelling, Methods & Methodology, Policy & Governance, Society & Culture, Socioecological Design, Sociotechnical Systems (e.g.: RSD: Health & Well-Being).
Description
Headings use h2 only and sentence case. Description is a suggestion. Please use something other than "introduction" (this is reserved for full papers). Examples are Context, Description, Background, or a statement that suits your paper. 
Feel free to adapt to your concept; however, the content should include the information suggested by each title.
This whole section, up to references, is descriptive content: ~1000 words, normal font.

Offer a detailed description of the exhibit, highlighting the processes, techniques, and materials you used. Describe the subject matter and rationale for the composition, colour palette, and any noteworthy features or details.
Refer to literature, news and opinions, other designers or design movements that influenced your approach. Citations (inline) are expected (citation, 2023).
The following subtitles are suggestions for content. You might want to change the subtitles or collapse them into longer sections.
Intentions and Concept
Explain the ideas, concepts, or themes you intended to convey and the message, emotions, and effect you aimed to evoke. Describe any symbolism, metaphors, or visual storytelling elements in the artwork.
Creative Process
Describe your creative process and how you approached this project. Discuss any challenges, breakthroughs, or design decisions you made and explain how you chose the techniques and materials to support your intentions.
Reflection
Did you achieve your intentions with this project? Discuss your connection to the project and how it reflects your approach to work as a designer. Share any feedback or reactions you have received from others.
If relevant, include the way that creating a systems map or other object(s) might be or do influence the way you approach your work.
Conclusion
Do you anticipate any future directions or developments with this project? Discuss the exhibit's significance to you personally or within a broader design framework.
Other headings
If you need a lower heading style, use the “normal” style with bold or italics. All caps may also be used in the case of headings in the “normal” style. Do not use H3, this is reserved for authors’ names ONLY.
A note on images and tables
These are RSD publication styles, not precisely following APA.
· Place images inline where you would like them to appear, and at the top of the page only.
· You can change to landscape for wide images or tables by inserting a section page break before and after the image and going to layout>orientation>landscape on the ribbon OR file>page setup>landscape from the top bar.
· They can also be placed at the end of a section or the end of the document after the reference list (usually one per page).
· Use .png (best for graphics) or .jpeg (best for photographs).
· All images must be relevant to the text and include captions. Use the captions style or (if this is troublesome) use the “normal” style and drop the size to 10 points. Do not italicise or centre.

Note: References, authors, appendices, and special statements or resources are not included in the word count.

The use of generative AI and AI-assisted technologies
This guidance is for authors, readers, reviewers, and editors using generative AI and AI-assisted technologies and refers to the writing process. It aims to support transparency, build trust between authors, reviewers, editors, and readers, and ensure compliance with the terms of use of the relevant tool or technology.
Authors are responsible for ensuring that the work is original, that the stated authors qualify for authorship, and that the work does not infringe on third-party rights. The use of AI for data analysis is not within the scope of this guidance.
We acknowledge that AI and AI-assisted technologies can improve readability, clarity, and consistency and should be used in the preparation of a manuscript. Generative AI or AI-assisted tools in producing graphical abstracts are also acknowledged as commonplace and permitted. However, submissions should not use AI to replace authoring tasks such as creating written abstracts, producing insights, drawing conclusions, or providing recommendations. When AI or AI-assisted tools are part of the research method, such use must be clearly described in the methods section. Content attribution should include the name of the model or tool, version and extension numbers, and application used. Be sure to adhere to the application developer’s specific usage policies and ensure correct content attribution.
AI-generated output can be incorrect, incomplete, or biased, and authors are ultimately responsible and accountable for the work’s contents and for providing the necessary human oversight. If it is the case that AI and AI-assisted technologies are used in the work, authors must provide a statement at the end of the published work describing how AI was used or applied. The use of spell and grammar-checking software does not need to be declared.
The Systemic Design Association will monitor AI and AI-assisted technologies and adjust or refine the guidelines as needed to stay current with developments and norms of use.
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
